Report from the NYSPHSAA Meeting on October 3, 2007  Albany, NY

After attending my first state meeting as the Section 6 Girls Lacrosse Co-chair the first thing I have to report is extreme thanks and appreciation to Doug Kohler for his 3 years representing us on this board.   Although the meeting was run efficiently and thoroughly, it was long and detailed.  Doug, I can appreciate your time and effort in “running the shop” and representing us so well.  I was not aware of the depth of the discussions that go on behind the scenes.   THANKS!!!!

Coaches, here is a bulleted report from the meeting.  In it you will find that most things will be discussed at the preseason meeting.  Some things could help you to plan ahead.

1. Spring Testing dates  ACT- 4/12 and 6/14; SAT  4/12; 5/3; 6/7

2. Uniform -Jerseys – the 6” and 8” numbers will be required and enforced this spring - 2008.   The rule will be waived for JV and modified as the practice of “hand me down” jerseys will be understood.  All new orders should however reflect the mandated changes.  

3. Uniform - Jerseys - Another change that is to take place in 2010 is that the contrasting color panel, if any, on the side of a jersey must be less than 4” in width.  Example orange jerseys with white side panel more than 4” would be disallowed as it can be confused with a home (white) jersey.

4. Uniform – GK bottoms can now be black, or gray however their jersey must be the predominant color of their team’s jersey.

5. Rules - GK substitution waived – we will still be able to have the goalies sub at the end of the field as opposed to going through the midfield box.

6. Rules – waived for 2008 but enforce in 2009 – colored mouthguards will only be allowed.  Clear or white mouthguards will be unacceptable.

7. Rules – administration of a boundary ball (off end line) will be different but needs clarification.  I will ask our officials rep to clarify at our preseason meeting

8. Rules – 2 yellow cards will no longer equal a red. A red card will be issued for a flagrant foul and a 1 game suspension will result.

9. Rules – defenders sticks may not be held horizontally while defending a ball carrier.  

10. Youth – a youth tourney is being planned to be held at SUNY Cortland along with the state championships.

11. NYSPHSAA Coaches Clinic for Girls Lacrosse will be held at SUNY Cortland on 1/25/08.  Info and registration can be found at www.nysphsaa.org
12. Far West Regionals – at Section 6 this year.  Site TBD - Saturday, 6/7 (SAT test date).  Probable game times 4, 6 and 8 pm – therefore need lights
13. State Tournament @ SUNY Cortland on 6/13 and 14.
14. State Tournament program – each section is responsible for securing an ad from their section.  Does anyone know of someone or business that would take out an ad?  They run from $100 and up depending on size of ad and how many different sports programs they would like it in?  Let me know or have them contact me.
Other information FYI:

I would encourage you to schedule some out of section games this spring.  Although our schedules are not out yet, there are teams in Rochester and Syracuse that would love to compete that you should feel free to contact.  Those contacts should be made asap.  I have a note into the section office to see when our schedules will be ready.
