Girls Meeting:

    Helmets with Todd Nelson: 


-Study done at RPI


-He spoke with US Lacrosse, Federations and NOCSAE & manufactures of lax equipment. 


-Enough data for a discussion in NYS- 1st State to get goggles. 


-Safety Committees had a meeting about helmets and were going to go back to sections and discuss helmets.


-NYS wants everyone involved in decision (ADs, Principals & Superintendents)


-Executive Committee makes the final decision, State office is just giving the information to the sections. 


-They are discussing mandating them for 2010. 

Todd wants to know if the process was followed from the Safety Committee to the Sections and Coaches. 


-State reps need to go to coaches and also should be going to Athletic Council (AC) meetings and getting the minutes. 

-As coordinators we represent the section and coaches, WE need to get info to everyone and back to us also. 


-Section 7 can vote even though there is no girls lacrosse in that section…Typically they will abstain. 


-Why was 12/12/08 picked for conference call? 



-on a time line for financial impact, (Normally October but we missed that meeting) 



-then it can get passed by the Ex. Committee in January and get into the budgets. 


-Role of the Safety Committee is to look at the safety of the kids and not to be emotional about it. 


-1996 NYS – plastic goggles – lots of cuts on face and facial injuries. 


-2005 US is all in goggles. Dr. Freidman for LI stated that injuries went down 21% after cage goggles. 

Sect 1: has not met with the Safety Council, ADs have not yet discussed it. 

Sect 2. Safety Committee meeting on 12/3/08, SC did contact Liz, someone is speaking for Liz. 

Sect. 3: Spoke with the head of SC and head of Executive Committee

Sect 4: has emailed- coaches were polled but no meeting yet

Sect 5: NO HELMETS-coaches…..coaches were polled and went to AC meeting-not discussed with Pete. 

Sect 6: Both went to the AC meeting….threw in the meeting that “By way helmets are a concern” came from State.   Polled coaches and accidents were documented. John Roth from Grand Island is put in charge of helmets.  Coaches said “NO” to helmets not all responded.  No discussion @ SC meeting ….NOT invited to make a presentation. 

Sect 8: Coaches & AD said “NO HELMETS” Jacquie & Michele met with the SC & SC met with ADs…polled coaches for injuries and helmets.  NO ONE contacted Michele or Jacquie. 

Sect 9: Not be contacted or attended AC meeting. 

Sect 10: Contacted a month ago by Executive Director, Polled coaches and AC Says “NO”

Sect 11: Not present. 


-STATE REPS DON’T WANT HELMETS

-E-mail Executive Director and tell him/her why increase in medals

-Lots of more injuries in Boys Lax & Boys and Girls Soccer….data for those? 


-Dr. Don Comstock is doing a 15 sport nationwide sports injuries. 


-Todd “Helmets will not prevent concussions…it is a deceleration of the brain….boys more likely for concussions” (RPI Study)


-RPI- “Girls more likely for head injuries”


-RPI-“Lax ball hitting the skull v baseball hitting the skull is the same impact.”


-Boys Lax and Boys and Girls Ice Hockey throw their bodies in front of the ball/puck to stop it.



-Girls don’t do that they will be thrown out of the game and get carded. 


-Dr. Muller from the National Catastrophic Injuries- NONE in US


-Australia only country to allow a hard helmet, only 2 people wear them.


-Jacquie will be on the conference call on 12/12/08 Re: Helmets


-State Reps says YES to Table to issue b/c of lack of data.  Have the same detailed form for every sport.



-report that back to the safety committee and Ex. Director and Ex. Committees. 


-Massachusetts took no data ….it was their perception that the game was getting too rough. 



-Australia is the only country that can wear hard helmets but they DON”T wear goggles. 


-NOCSAE has to have a helmet that meeting requirements for lax…Not Gender Specific….Cascade has a hockey & lax helmet.


- In boys lax they have pockets and girls don’t on average a girls throws between 40-42 mph. Standing still as hard as they can.




-Length of stick shorter! 



-Physical nature of boys v girls. 


-Ground balls with helmets…girls would fall over b/c of weak neck strength.  


-Parents should know that when their kids play a sport there is a risk of injury.
